In essence any
training, learning or development completed by the adult that is
subsequently incorporated into their Scouting role is deemed
appro priate. The maintenance of a current adult First Aid
qualification/First Response certificate could be included as part of
the ongoing learning requirement.

Mini Bus Permits . It has been bought to my attention
that all Scout Groups (or Districts) who operate i.e. own or
hire, a Minibus require a Small Bus Permit. Small Bus permits
are necessary so that voluntary groups can charge or acce pt
a form of remuneration for providing transport for their own
members, without having to comply with the full PSV
operator licensing or PCV driver licensing requirements. To
apply for a permit i one for each bus you own or use T
complete form M/B (2/01) available from Headquarters.

For those Groups wishing to take a Minibus abroad,
please refer to the factsheet FS260008, updated October
1999 available from the Scout Information Centre.

Please note that from 10th February 1997 ALL
Minibuses irrespective of age, when carrying 3 or more
children will have to be fitted with seatbelts in FORWARD
FACING SEATS. The MINIMUM requirement will be a lap fitted
belt fitted to each seat used by a child aged between 3 and
16 years of age.
